_ Egg Drop Soup 1 Y2 1bs sirloin steak
4 cups chicken broth 15 cup vegetable oil

1 tbs cornstarch 1 clove garlic

1 tsp cornstarch 1 tsp salt

Y2 tbs soy sauce 1 tsp ground ginger

3 large eggs ' 5 tsp pepper

2 shakes 'Of ginger powder 2 large green peppers - chopped
1 tsp white pepper 1 large onion - chopped

15 tsp sesame oil

green onions — chopped

In stockpot whisk 1 tbs cornstarch with chick-
en broth, on medium heat. Add ginger powder,
white pepper and soy sauce. Turn heat to sim-
mer for 15 minutes. In small bowl, whisk the
eggs and 1 teaspoon cornstarch.

It’s probably the uptown name for what
we country folks call a “cuckleburr”.

I have known
what a cuckleburr is since I was a little boy raised on
a sharecropper’s farm. My brother, a whopping four
years older than I, introduced me to them on a Satur-
day morning in 1939. Dad had finally said it would be
okay for me to ride Jenny, our gentle old plow mule,
around the pasture, provided my brother put a small
throw rug over her back and helped me get on.

Years ago, while in the middle of a particular
“battle” as it were, I remember a phone call with my
mother. But—I was firmly planted in a pit. And I was
having a “pity party.” Or, say it like this: “4 Pit for me
Party.” And I wasn’t budging anytime soon. Mother
tried her best motherly advice, all her cajoling, her
“peppy words”, everything mother could say—ryet I
was firmly entrenched in the depths of my personal
pit.

Finally, in desperation to get her to leave me alone I
said, “Mother. Stop. I'm having a pity party-and I'm
not done. When I'm done, I will get out. Please let me
finish.”

That is pretty much how parties in my pit went.

mind as [ prayed for and thought of some others who
are current pit dwellers.

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Complacency in the pit will lead to eternal death and
damnation. Complacency leads to a lukewarm exis-
tence...and that existence nauseates God to the point
of vomiting.

Get up. Get out. Gear up! Arm yourself with the
weapons that we are instructed to use against the
enemy! (Ephesians 6:14-18) In 2 Corinthians, Paul ad-
dresses the spiritual war. (10:3-6 NKJV) “For though
we walk in the flesh, we do not war according to the
flesh. For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal
but mighty in God for pulling down strongholds, cast-
ing down arguments and every high thing that exalts
itself against the knowledge of God, bringing every
thought into captivity to the obedience of Christ, and
being ready to punish all disobedience when your
obedience is fulfilled.”

Every now and then I will see a PG-13 movie that
I know I might have to endure some crude humor in
hopes that the film might have a positive message. |
chose to review “Daddy’s Home” this month because
I wanted to address one of the greatest needs that kids
in our culture face. Kids everywhere desperately need
a daddy. We need men to take up that banner and real-
ize the tremendous influence they have on the lives of
children. Will Ferrell plays Brad Whitaker who married
Sarah, the mother of Dylan and Megan. Brad is a super
step-dad who optimistically endures all sorts of difficul-
ties blending into this new family. Just as reaches the
point of being included in Megan’s family drawings and
is actually referred to by the title of “Daddy,” the birth-
father, Dusty, played by Mark Wahlberg, shows up out
of the blue. Dusty abandoned his family and he is highly
manipulative. Dusty immediately begins to undermine
the new step-dad and starts an ongoing competition
between the two dads for the hearts of Dylan and Me-
gan. Brad and Dusty are polar opposites. Dusty is a wild
motorcycle-riding alpha male who is great with tools and
former military. On the other hand, Brad is the respon-
sible, sensitive, pacifist who is absolutely devoted to
Dylan’s and Megan’s needs.

This movie has an enormous amount of foul language,
extremely crude humor, alcohol abuse, and ongoing
sexual content; however, underneath its objectionable
content, there are several positive messages about father-
hood, parenting, and marriage.

This is not really a
big surprise given the plenty of raunchy comedies Will
Ferrell has made over the years. However, it is surpris-
ing that the film does take the demands and sacrifices of
fatherhood seriously. Movie watchers have to deal with a
fair amount of foulness and crudity to even get a glimpse
of that message. Dads who are devoted to their children
are a very rare commodity. We need to encourage true fa-
therhood among men. In Ephesians 6:4, the Apostle Paul
tells us that fathers are to refrain from frustrating kids
and instead raise them up like God instructed us. Dads
and step-dads need to remember how frustrating it can be
when we play games for their affections. No matter what
role you play in a child’s life, model Jesus before them,
you will change that kid forever.
